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Shooting Association Alpe-Adria in collaboration with MORiS - MSZA hosts the shooting  competitions, which will take place on Saturday, September14, 2013 at the military polygon Bac at Poček (in Pivka).
You are kindly invited.

The event will be in the following shooting disciplines:

1 Sniper Rifle - 300 m;
2 Sniper Rifle - 500 m;
3 Sniper Rifle - 700 m.
Entry into the competition will be at 8:00 pm - Advanced applications are desirable and financially stimulated!

In case of a very bad weather forecast, the competition will be postponed. In this case, a notice will be given at least 48 hours before the start.

Shooting Rules:
Order of shooting, time, and shooting positions are determined by the organizers and contestants themselves cannot not change any of these. 
 Sighting shots are unlimited, however, sighting and score shots are limited to 30 minutes of total time (without interruption).
 After this follows a break (about 15-20 min) needed for changing of the targets and preparing the next batch of shooters.
 At  distance of 300 and 500 there are 20 scoring shots
 At  distance of 700m there are 20 shots. The best 15 count for the score.
Shooting will be in a prone position by the agreed terms of reference for "Balkan League" (exception: the disability condition in which the shooter is not able to comply, but that person does participate in the "open category" only).

Weapons and equipment will be divided into the following two categories of shooting: 
- Open category ("OPEN"); 
- Category tactical sniper rifles ("TR").

The "TR" Category allows the front bipod or a backpack (rifle is not allowed to keep the direction toward the target by itself and there should be no inserted hard liners, or rifle rests in the backpack). Use of a soft seat (cushion, the shooter's hand ...) is allowed at the rear.
The following calibers are allowed: 7.62 NATO (.308 Win) 5.56Nato (.223 Rem), 7.62 x54R and 8X57IS.
The total mass of a gun, including all accessories (sights and bipods) must not exceed 8.25 kg.
Compensators and muzzle brakes are not allowed.

In the "OPEN" category it is permitted to use both front and rear support, but they must not be physically connected. The front may be hard support (bipod, rifle rest, wooden stand,), which must not by itself, without rear support, hold the gun in the direction of the target. The rear support must be soft (cushion, rabbit ears, the shooter's hand / fist,). Using the rear monopod is not allowed. Caliber up to 8.6 mm is allowed (limited by range’s elaborate), the total weight of the rifle, including all accessories (sights and bipod) must not exceed 10kg. Release type triggers are not allowed; compensators and muzzle brakes are allowed.

Weapons, ammunition and other equipment must be operated safely.
If a competitor is in doubt about the suitability of weapons, equipment, of the indicated category, he should contact the organizer of the competition!

Sighting shots are not shown, so each contestant (or an observer) requires providing his own equipment to observe the results - spotting scope, binoculars, and time of firing sighting shots are counted in the total competition time of 30 minutes without interruption for the transition to a competitive part. It is allowed to shoot "in pairs" (shooter / observer), but in reporting of scores the communication must not disturb other participants in the competition.

Competition starts at the same time at all distances 300, 500 and 700m. All shooting distances are nominal. The actual distance will be measured (if there is interest) in a place by the organizer with a Leica rangefinder RANGEMASTER 1600.
Competitors will be ranked as a team and separately in each shooting category. Result of a team is considered a score of three shooters that compete in the same category.
Competitors report the members of a team before competition itself - may also register in advance.
 300m and 500m competition will consist of twenty shots (the test targets will be specifically distinct from the competition one).
At 700m, there will be only one target, 20 shots to be fired, and the best 15 will be considered as a result.

Penalties: 
For the failure to follow the line judge, disturbing other shooters or other unsportsmanlike behavior results in the first warning, the second warning means taking two rounds off the score, the third warning means the exclusion of a competitor from the competition.
The flagrant violation of security (turning weapons from a safe direction, against the other participants of this competition, uncontrolled triggering in any other way other than as against the targets, anywhere before and after the final whistle (to begin / end event) is at the discretion of the range master to cause disqualification of the shooter. The judge's decision regarding disqualification is final and without appeal by the shooter or his agent.
In the event that somebody is shooting a wrong target, or the number of hits exceed 20 and it is not possible to figure out if they were by another shooter, the affected competitor should report it promptly to the judge during the shooting series, or else the same number as excess hits, of his best hits will be deleted 

The competitor has the right to compete in any of the three disciplines tendered. The entry fee for the basic two disciplines in one category is in the application € 25.00, the amount of the entry fee on the spot (if the shooter has not been reported before) is € 30.00. In any event, the entry fee will be settled before the competition (Included in the amount is the cost of snacks and a soft drink). Amount to compete in an additional category is further 5, 00 €. The amount of participation (each shooter individual decision) to compete in additional discipline 700m is further 5, 00 €. In order to participate in the team event does not charge additional fees.
Competitors have to provide weapons, ammunition, pads, and equipment for monitoring results for themselves.

SAFETY:
• During the contest, safe handling of the weapons is strictly respected!
• The weapons are handled only on instructions from judges and nowhere else than in the firing line and the safety zone!
• Weapons must be always pointed in a safe direction! Except during the shooting, the bolt must always be kept open and visibly safe and without inserted magazine!
• The shooter must wear protective equipment!
• Each competitor competes at his own risk!
• For safety reasons shooting is done from one line on the principle of "All shooting --- NOBODY shooting."
• The weapons and ammunition can be placed on the shooting line only at the behest of a judge. It is still empty, and with the bolt open.
• After the order “stop shooting”, the shooter must raise and leave the weapon empty with the bolt open.
• After the command "stop shooting" shooter must not manipulate the weapon or lie next to it.
• Different competitors who use the same weapon are bound to inform the organizer at the application in order to organize the shooting.
